Within the exchange project called Comenius, that is financially supported by the EU, these pupils of the School for the blind and visually impaired went to Finland with 3 teachers in October. Kellokoski is 40 km away from Helsinki. High up in the European north the people from Soest also met pupils from Bulgaria, Poland, Cyprus, and Greece and together they enjoyed a large cultural program. They had already been to Bulgaria and Poland, and now they learned a lot of the Finnish way of life, just like the motto &ldquo;Knowledge builds bridges&rdquo;.
